R.I.l. Sporh Club wa, we il ropresented 
in the 1966 Round-the- Island walkathon , 
which is now considered to be one of 
th e Colony 's princip,,1 sport ing eve nh . 

lt took pl"ce th is ye"r on S"turd"y, 27th 
August "nd seven membe rs of th e Sports 
Club jo ined " field of 401 athletes who 
le ft th e Hong Kong St"dium that "fter­
noon at 2.00 p.m. The competitors, 
protected from th e swe ltering su n by 
"n extr"ordin"ry selectio n of headgea r, 
emb"rked on a gruelli ng 40.2 miles race. 
which was to take th em around th e 
perimet e r of H on g Kong Isl"nd. 

Check poinh were set up at various 
intervah and competitors h"d t o rea ch 
these within a specified t ime or f"ce 
disqual ifi cat ion . Th e whole cou rse h"d 
to be co mpleted before midnight. 

Ouring th e 10 years history of th is eve nt , 
only two non-Chinese competitors have 
eve r won -" Europea n in 1956 and a 
Japanese in 1960 - but otherwise the 
eve nt ha s been d ominat ed by Chinese . 

Th is yea r w"s t o be no exce pt ion. Only 
52 competiton comp let ed th e course, 
th e winner in an amazing t ime of 6 
hours 59 .29 mins. We tend ou r he"rty 
co ngra tu lations to th e two R.I.l. entrants 
who survive d th e exhausting orde"I:­
Mr Fung Shiu Man IHK MH) who 
fi nished 39th in 8 hours 2.36 mins. and 
t o Mr Wong Kwong Yan IHK HO PZ 
Crew I. 42nd in S hours 7 .34 mins.
